Description of Sirevåg
Every summer, idyllic Sirevåg is a popular destination for sailors and boaters alike. Sirevåg has a very large breakwater protecting its harbour (it is the second largest man-made jetty in Europe) which makes it a safe and good place to dock. To the north are long sandy beaches - Jærstrendene, with beautiful open-air sceneries and wide horizons. During World War II, the Germans built a fortress on the hill Vedafjellet, just south of Sirevåg, as part of ”Festung Norwegen”. Viewpoints and caves in these hills are still intact and are visited by many tourists every year.

Maximum draft/restrictions: Sirevåg harbour is open to the sea to the west. The harbour is therefore exposed to wind, especially from western and northern directions. The port area has good water depths and is easy to navigate.

Free tugs available if necessary. Ships must book pilots in advance through SafeSeaNet Norway
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
